Assignment Guidelines:

In this assignment you are asked to design and make a box. The box should be designed for a loved one and also serve as a functional object. The materials you can use are paper, wood, glass, etc.  Please, keep in mind that whatever you make it has to come from the heart and it has to have high degree of life. 

As you are working on your project you are asked to keep a journal of your work in progress. The purpose of your journal is to show the step by step unfolding of your project both during designing and making. You can present your journal work using sketches, photos, drawings, text, etc.
Some of the questions you need to ask yourself beyond simply documenting what you do are:

1. What is your vision of the project?
2. What are the sequential steps taken throughout the process?
3. How is the material responding to your design?

4. How is ornament coming into existence?

5. How is color becoming part of the object?
Objective of the Assignment:

a. Have students design and construct an object of beauty and wholeness.
b. Have students study the unfolding process of designing and making. 
c. Have students analyze centers and the field of centers
